
� hristmas is a time of mixed feelings for 
us because we see so many in the Native 
community for whom it has no meaning. 
Over the years we have spoken with 
teenagers who have never even heard the 
phrase ‘virgin birth’. We have seen others 
who pointedly proclaim their Native 
identity with a lighted white buffalo in 
opposition to Christmas. Pray with us that 
there will be an awakening in the Native 
community that will break through and 
result in many being brought to Jesus. 
We are continuing to reach onto Pine 
Ridge, Lower Brule, and Rosebud 

reservations with weekly classes. We have 
several new students in these classes as 
well as established students who are 
faithfully working through the list of 
classes required for credentials. This really 
seems a time when we are just laying brick 
on brick and seeing a building of workers 
rising to meet the need. 

We were excited this fall to participate in 
the dedication of a new work at Wanblee 
on the Pine Ridge reservation. We have 
several students in Wanblee who are 
helping with this work so we are in 
Wanblee weekly. Because this is a church 
plant by a Native pastor it is a particularly 

poignant moment for us. We were also 
overjoyed as four Natives responded to a 
salvation altar call in the dedication 
service.
